Arcview:  Making your first Map!

Before you begin:  

i) Log on to your school account.

ii) make a folder on your student drive called “My Map” (all files when asked to be saved will be saved into this folder)
Steps for opening ArcView GIS 3.2

1. From program go to ESRI ( ARCVIEW GIS ( Arcview GIS 3.2
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2.  At this screen ( select With a New View
3. No to add a theme
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4. Expand your window to Maximum:

PART I

1.  Adding themes:  Polygons (area), lines and points.

Polygon: Your country boundaries
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Go to View on the top tool bar ( select New Theme ( Feature Type, select Polygon ( OK ( the New Theme needs to be saved in your folder “My Map” with an appropriate name, called Boundary (
( select the Polygon tool (lower tool bar, last button, pull down, select sixth button
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( with the cross hares of the mouse, draw your imaginary country.  Clicking the left mouse button will allow you to change the shape.   When the country is traced out to your satisfaction, double click the mouse button and your country is completed. Try this a couple of times, deleting each of the old “polygons” and redoing your country until you are satisfied.

3. Adding “line” themes”

Go to View on the top tool bar ( select New Theme ( Feature Type, select Line ( OK ( save new theme in your  OWN “My Map” folder (created in the first step, on your drive), giving it a name called Road (
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( select the line tool (lower tool bar, last button, pull down, select third button from the top

( with the cross hares of the mouse, draw your “road”.  Clicking the left mouse button will start and  change directions of the line.   When the road is drawn to your satisfaction, double click the mouse button and your road is completed.

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b.  Changing the colour and texture of your line:

Make sure you have a ( beside the legend name “Road” 

and that it is selected (the button is raised) 

Double click the name “Roads”

( select the Paint brush ( select an appropriate colour

Go to View on the top tool bar ( select New Theme ( Feature Type, select Line ( OK ( save new theme in your  OWN “My Map” folder (created in the first step, on your drive), giving it a name called River (

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4.  Adding “Point” themes”

a.  Points:  Buildings - Factories

Go to View on the top tool bar ( select New Theme ( Feature Type, select Point ( OK ( save new theme in your  OWN “My Map” folder (created in the first step, on your drive), giving it a name called Factories (
( select the Point tool (lower tool bar, last button, pull down, select first button from the top

Changing the Point Symbol

Make sure you have a ( beside the legend name “Building” and that it is selected (the button is raised)  Double click the name “Building”

( in the Legend Editor, double click the point symbol ( select the symbol icon (it looks like a thumb tack) (  select a symbol and size for building ( select the Paint brush ( select an appropriate colour for your building ( Apply ( Close ( Close

( select the Point tool (lower tool bar, last button, pull down, select first button from the top  ( with the cross hairs, click your left mouse button onto the map the location of each building ( delete unwanted buildings ( when you are satisfied (
Loading Additional Point Symbols

If you’d like to have more choice in the available symbols for points, follow these instructions:

( Make sure you have a ( beside the legend name “Building” and that it is selected (the button is raised)  Double click the name “Building” ( in the Legend Editor, double click the point symbol ( select the palette icon (  select load ( select the file in:  c\esri\av_gis30\arcview\symbols\municipl.avp ( OK (make default(select the symbol icon (thumb tack) to view the added symbols.  Repeat the above steps for other categories of symbols.

Go to Theme ( Clear Selected Features
b.   Points:  Buildings - Houses

Go to View on the top tool bar ( select New Theme ( Feature Type, select Point ( OK ( save new theme in your  OWN “My Map” folder (created in the first step, on your drive), giving it a name called Residential (
Continue the above steps, 10 a.
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Well done, you have almost completed your first map!  But there are still missing “BOLTS” to your map and you can only add these in another “window”.  Follow the steps below to add the finishing touches to your map…..

You need to add some form of “units of measurement” to your map.

1. Go to View  ( Properties ( In the Name Window, type in My Map ( In the Map Units window, select  Kilometers ( in the Distance Units, select Kilometers ( OK
Layout Window

2. In this window you will add the final touches to your map:

· Go to View from the tool bar ( Layout ( Landscape ( OK (Maximize the screen

Now you can see some of the missing “BOLTS”.  Are you happy with the way the map looks in terms of location of information, sizing and colour?  How about your title? ARCVIEW will use default settings thus it is up to you to modify it appropriately.  

( Go to Layout ( Properties ( uncheck the Snap to Grid function ( OK
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With the Pointer Button on, select any of the BOLTS, double click,  and modify it as appropriate.

Add a border:

( Layout ( select Add Neat Line ( select Place around all graphics ( make appropriate “Appearance Settings ( OK

( Add your name and date to the finished project in the bottom left hand corner.

“Save Project as….”  In your folder which you originally created, called “My First Map”

Printing:

Stop! before you Print! Ask you teacher for an assessment of your map in terms of being “cartographically correct”.  We don’t want to waste paper on maps which are going to end up in the bin!!  Once your teacher has seen it, then proceed with printing.

· Print – be sure to Setup the page as landscape.
