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Starting at Braemar Hill, this 6km
route leads through Siu Ma Shan,
Mount Butler, Quarry Gap and
finishes at Mount Parker Road,
just off King’s road, Quarry Bay.
Immerse yourself within nature as
you spot different animals and
insects such as squirrels, different
species of birds, butterflies and
dragonflies along the hike, and
admire the stunning scenery of
the Tai Tam Country Park from
Quarry Gap.  More scenic views
of Hong Kong can be seen at the
summit of Mount Butler, such as
the island’s landforms, crowded
cities, and also Victoria Harbour.
