Hong Kong New Town Development

Hong Kong has developed nine new towns since the initiation of its New Town Development Program in 1973 to cope with the increase in population and to improve the living environment by de-centralizing the population from the over-crowded urban districts. The target at the

commencement of the New Town Development

Program was to provide housing for 1.8 million people in the first three new towns, namely, Tsuen Wan, Sha Tin and Tuen Mun. The population of Hong Kong at that time was about 4.2 million, now is about 6.8 million.

Territory Development Department: The New Territories Development Department (NTDD) was established in 1973 to implement the New Town Development Program. In 1986, NTDD amalgamated with the then Urban Area

Development Office to form the Territory Development Department (TDD), which also took up responsibilities on district management and new major developments on Hong Kong Island and in Kowloon. 

TDD now comprises a headquarters and five regional development offices. Development offices are under the leadership of Project Managers, assisted by Deputy Project Managers and supported by teams of professionals and

also consulting engineers. 

The development offices ensure that the development process for new towns, rural townships and new major developments in the urban area are done in a co-ordinate

manner. For new towns, the basic concept is to provide a balanced and self-contained community as far as possible in terms of provision of infrastructure, community facilities and the basic needs. In rural townships, the major areas

of concern are the improvement works, provision of the needed infrastructure and community facilities, and village flood protection schemes. For new major developments in the urban area, new land will be formed to allow growth and to decant existing population and to provide or upgrade facilities to enable the re-development of old and

run-down areas. The functional, environmental and

aesthetic aspects of the developments are given priority consideration.

New Towns Development: The nine new towns can be classified into three generations. The first generation (Tsuen Wan, Sha Tin and Tuen Mun) started work in the early 1970s; then the second (Tai Po, Fanling/Sheung Shui and Yuen Long) in the late 1970s; and the latest (Tseung Kwan O, Tin Shui Wai and Tung Chung/Tai Ho) in the 1980s and 1990s. The current and design population of

these nine new towns is about 3.2 million and 4.1 million respectively.

Tseung Kwan O: The current and design population of the new town is about 311 000 and 480 000 respectively. The total development area is about 1 005 hectares. 

On external transport, the new town is served by Po Lam Road, Clear Water Bay Road, Tseung Kwan O Tunnel. The Mass Transit Railway Tseung Kwan O extension commissioned in August 2002. Further external road links under planning include the Western Coast Road and dueling of Hang Hau Road/Clear Water Bay Road. 

The Tseung Kwan O Industrial Estate is located north of Fat Tong Chau. A total of about 95 hectares of land has been formed and serviced for development of high technology industries or industries requiring large area. The reclamation of about 104 hectares of land in Fat Tong O for further industrial developments and Potentially Hazardous Installations is substantially completed.

A feasibility study on further development of Tsueng Kwan O commenced in July 2002. and is targeted for completion in late 2004. The objective of the study is to formulate a comprehensive plan for the further development and to improve the overall design of Tseung Kwan O with the vision of enhancing the new town, which can boast of its convenience, vibrancy, distinctive urban design and quality living environment.
