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Chinese International School – World Environment Week Action Low Energy Day - Turn it Off

As part of our campaign of raising awareness for World Environment Day, June 5th. which is promoting CO2 – 'Your Planet Needs You-UNite to Combat Climate Change', we are encouraging all teachers to participate in our Low Energy Day, on Thursday, June 4th.  2009.

We would like all teachers to reduce the amount of electricity they are using on this day, by turning off (including standby mode
休眠狀態) all “appliances when not being used”, be it in the classroom or in their office. We will be recording the school’s consumption of electricity for 24 hours to determine how much electricity can be saved by undertaking these simple steps of conservation. The aim for such action is to:

1. To determine the amount of electricity saved through conservation methods (demand management).

2. To provide an opportunity for discussions on the linkage between our daily energy waste and climate change:
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� Standby(休眠狀態) power can range between 10 and 15 watts, and occasionally beyond. On its own, this is not much. But if you get half a dozen devices on standby, it is the equivalent of a 60 watt bulb
