The “classroom on the Delta” experience May 10-14 2004 

“What is my place in the Pearl River Delta?” 
Dear Year 9 Parents/Guardians,
This is a 2-part, five-day interdisciplinary project that will incorporate the MYP Areas of Interaction. Planned by Mr. Brian, Head of Humanities and Mr. Fryer, Head of Year 9, it includes ‘Classroom on the Harbour’ where the group will spend Monday 10 May on a chartered ship, examining the economic, historical, social and environmental aspects of Victoria Harbour, with a particular focus on land reclamation.  A variety of learning activities will be organized to aid the students understanding and appreciation of the harbour’s significance in the unique ‘ship learning environment’. On Tuesday 11 May, the group will depart Hong Kong by ferry toward and up the mouth of the Pearl River. Here, the time will be divided between Panyu, Shunde and Guangzhou and will include visits to factories and an historical investigation of Shamian Island. The focus will be on exploring the physical, social, cultural and economic factors that at present hold back Hong Kong and Guandong from becoming an integrated region. The return to Hong Kong on Friday 14 May will be by double-decker express train. The MYP essential question for the students to explore during the week is: “What is my place in the Pearl River Delta?”
