Mini Travel Guide
Independent Research and Publication

Hong Kong is visited by over 30 million people a year and the tourism industry which supports and serves them is well established. This is especially true in the amount of travel information which is available to tourist throughout the world, whether it is in print, electronic or audio form.  A visit to any of Hong Kong local or overseas tourist offices will show you the wealth of information available for the tourists on hotels, restaurants, shopping and interesting “tourist sites”.  It is this information which directs tourists to visit certain locations within the territory.  In terms of the tourist sites here in Hong Kong, you could probably name the top 10 sites which tourist visit, not including shopping locations.  They would include the “Peak”, “Big Buddha” and “Ocean Park”, to name just a few.  But in a city as old, large and diverse as Hong Kong, there are 1000’s of small “neighbourhood” locations which foreign tourists (or for that matter local residents) have no idea nor information about, and which, if they had information about, would be interested in visiting.  These places may be right in your own neighbourhood.

Aim:  The aim of this Independent Research and Publication is to focus on a small scale, local, unknown place of interest in your neigbourhood, and produce a Mini Travel Guide for interested people, individually.

 Details & Format: Mini Travel Guide 

1. It will be based around one specific theme, such as listed below (other themes accepted, but need to be discussed with your teacher):

Building heritage

Cultural - Contemporary

Cultural - Historical

Food Culture

Scenery Urban

Scenery Rural

Natural Environment

Adventure

2. It will be printed on A-5 size paper, front and back, laser colour printed. 

3. It will use the appropriate template to ensure that all Mini Travel Guides  can be grouped together and distributed. Templates are found at: S:\GEOGRAPHY\miniGuides
4. See sample Mini Travel Guides  for formatting.  Each Guide will have:


· Narrative describing the “place of interest” – accurate and informative

· Neighbourhood details, providing a sense of location

· Public transportation details to get to the location

· Map of the place of interest (created in Arcview)

· A Travellers Code of Ethics (one or two) applicable to your place of interest

· Photograph

· School’s name and e-mail address

· Your first name (only) and home room

5. Assessment – Criteria A and D – consult the Rubric for best practice

6. Printing and Saving/publishing:

Printing – each student will print 2 copies, back to back using the colour laser printer in room 1201

Saving/Publishing -  to facilitate the uploading of the MiniGuides onto our web site, follow the steps below:
