Independent Research and Publication

Aim of Mini Guide:  

The aim of this Independent Research and Publication is to have students focus on a small scale, local, unknown place of interest in their neigbourhood, and produce a Mini Travel Guide for interested people.

Outcomes from the Mini Guide:

Students will:

· use the methods and tools of geographic inquiry to locate, gather, and organize information from primary sources and secondary sources to research their mini travel guide;

· analyze and interpret data gathered through research and investigation, using a variety of methods and geo-technologies; 

· communicate the results of geographic inquiries, using appropriate terms and concepts and a variety of forms and techniques ) and including geographic visual supports, both conventional (e.g., photographs) and geo-technological (e.g., computer-generated maps and graphs, aerial photographs, satellite

· use appropriate terminology when communicating results of geographic inquiries.

MYP AOI: 

Community: Students get to know part of their community through producing the mini guide. They are also providing a service to their community by highlighting areas that are of interest in their neighbourhood to both local and foreign visitors.

Homo Faber: Students are involved as the creators of the mini-guides, but also, through their investigation will be researching areas of Hong Kong related to human activities such as culture (eg. Food), technology (eg. Buildings).

Assessment:

Criteria A: Knowledge

· All components as outlined in the student instructions are present

· Description fully explains why this is a place of interest to visitors

Top Assessment Band Description: 9 - 10

The student shows an excellent command of a wide range of terminology, and uses it appropriately. An extensive range of relevant facts and examples are used and supported. Descriptions are accurate and detailed and explanations are fully developed.

Criteria D: Organization and Presentation

· Map has all conventions

· Language is suitable for the targeted audience

· Photograph is labelled

Top Assessment Band Description: 7 - 8

The student communicates information that is always relevant. He/she organizes information into a well-developed and logical sequence, appropriate to the format required.  Presentation and expression is clear, concise and effective, and the language, style and visual representation used is always appropriate to the audience and purpose. All sources of information are documented according to a recognized convention.
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
