To the Teacher

This student centred independent research project took place within our larger 8 week unit on tourism.  The main topics of the unit are:

1. The characteristics of the travel and tourism industry from a geographic perspective.

2. The impact of different types of travel and tourism on the natural environment.

3. Global patterns of travel and tourism and the factors that influence them.

4. The social, environmental, cultural, economic, and political effects of travel and tourism on various destination regions.

5. Changes and trends in society which have an impact on travel and tourism patterns.

6. Independent research which will: 

· use the methods and tools of geographic inquiry to locate, gather, evaluate, and organize information; 

· analyze and interpret data gathered through research and investigation, using a variety of methods and geo-technologies; 

· communicate the results of geographic inquiries, using appropriate terms and concepts and a variety of forms and techniques

· produce a Neighbourhood Mini Guide
All of the Student Neighbourhood Mini Guides (June 2006 cohort) have been published onto the internet with the hopes that they will be accessed by end users.  In addition to making them available to the widest audience, we would like to share this learning project with other educators and students throughout the world.  If the project gets adopted by other schools, we could build links between the various Mini Guide internet sites.
